We hope more than 30 countries attend. Each country is invited to send a team of 5 students, one coach, and any number of experienced adjudicators. We hope all of you come to Peru. Our country is one of the biggest tourist destinations in Latin America. It offers fascinating experiences and a rich cultural background. All of you should feel at home, because Peruvian people are extremely friendly and helpful.
