Dear Participant

Please find enclosed below, the official registration forms that will enable you to register for the World Schools Debating Championships 2001. Apologies for the delay in getting the forms to you – we were making sure that all banking details were finalised. Please also take note of the rules and charter attached.

As you will see there are 5 different types of form that need to be filled in:

Form 1:  Team entry form 

We need to receive from you one copy of this form with the details of every person from your country who will be attending the championships filled in.  This means that the names and details of EVERY debater, coach, judge and observer attending the championships from your country should appear on this form.

· The Contact Person details that we have asked for should be the personal details of the person to whom all correspondence regarding the championships, details of fee payments etc. Should be sent.

· If the selection of the team is done by some kind of formal national debating organisation, please give its details as asked.  If there is no formal national debating organisation, please cross out / draw a line through this part of the form.

· This form has space for the details of 9 participants – if your delegation is larger than this, please print 2 copies of this form and fill in the remaining details on the second form.  NB please clearly indicate on both of these forms that you have sent us 2 copies.

Form 2:  Individual entry form

You will need to print or photostat one copy of this form for every member of your delegation to fill in, be they debater, coach, judge or observer.  We need to receive from you 1 copy of this form per member of your delegation.  This means that if your team entry form gives the details of 9 participants, we need to receive from you 9 copies of the individual entry form.

· Special requirements – please make sure that these are filled in correctly.  We especially need to know about special dietary requirements, and medical details in case of emergency.

· The forms of participants under the age of 21 must be co-signed by their legal guardian.

Form 3:  Judges Application form

All participants who are attending the championships as judges must fill in this form in addition to their own individual entry forms.  We need to receive from you one copy of this form per judge attending the championships.

Form 4: Finance Form

We need one copy of this form for each country.  It must contain your calculation of the amount that you owe us as well as your method of payment.  The form also contains all of our banking details.  This form must be faxed to us together with your bank transfer or deposit slip. 

Form 5: Young Leaders Summit Form

Each country is required to submit a form for this exciting new addition to the Championships. See the form for details and e-mail 2001summit@debating.org.za if you have any queries about the Young Leaders Summit.

	Calculation of Accommodation Upgrades

	The general rooming arrangements for the hotel will therefore be as follows: 

· Each room has 2 double beds in it.
· Coaches, adjudicators and observers will be allocated two to a room.
· Because of the massive hotel costs, most debaters will be allocated 4 to a room (doubling up in the double beds) but we will do our best to ensure that where there are four in room you are from the same country so that you know each other.
Room upgrades are available at the following rates:

· TYPE A UPGRADE: 
For coaches, adjudicators and observers, wanting to upgrade to a single room the cost is an additional R1750 ($247) per person for the duration Championships.

· TYPE B UPGRADE: 
For debaters who want to guarantee that they are 1 of 2 people in a room rather than 1 of 4 the cost is an additional R1050 ($148) per person for the duration of the Championships.

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	5: Young Leaders Summit

On the first day of the Championships, concurrent with the adjudicators briefing, a Young Leaders Summit will be held to discuss issues faced by South Africa and the world’s youth. The intention is to provide for interaction, based on shared international experience, in order to gain some insight into challenges facing the youth in the new millennium. This is not a competitive component of the Championships – it is intended to provide some insight into South Africa and the challenges facing her, and an introduction to each other.

Each country is required to write, in about four sentences below, a brief description of what is considered to be the biggest problem faced by the youth in that country. Also provide, in a sentence, the best proposed solution to the problem.

The ten best completed forms will be submitted to a South African youth forum, who will debate the problems, and attempt to find solutions to the problems in a South African context.

A report on each issue will be presented at the Young Leaders Summit by the South African youth forum. At the Summit the Championship delegates will debate the merits of the report, and, with the SA youth forum, will draw up resolutions based on five of the reports. These resolutions will be presented to key figures in the SA government, and senior foreign representatives.
